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Just like in Hanoi, many banh mi shops in Hoi An have made a name for 

themselves with distinct flavours and specialties. The unique taste of each 

brand has brought fame to Hoi An banh mi, not only nationally, but also 

worldwide, such that they do not call the dish simply ‘bread’, but call it by 

its Vietnamese name: Banh Mi.
